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Abstract

This study investigates the deconstruction of historical truth in Yesenibit Kelemat,
literally translated as Farewell Colors. Employing a postmodern framework, the
analysis utilizes concepts of textuality, historical metafiction, fabulation, and
irrealism to demonstrate the novel's multifaceted depiction of history. Farewell
Colors is positioned as a text that recontextualizes the past, weaving together
elements of myth, legend, and diverse historical narratives (pre-modern and
modern). Through this approach, the “grand narratives” of traditional history are
fractured, privileging the emergence of “small narratives” and emphasizing the
active interpretation between ‘“events” and “epistemes” within specific
ideological and cultural contexts. The study concludes that Farewell Colors
dismantles the idea of a singular, objective historical truth, instead presenting a
dynamic interplay between historical fact, fiction, and individual interpretations.
